
Present Continuous: Changing Situations
INTERMEDIATE

Focus: Verbs of change (getting, becoming), Growth and development
(increasing, rising), Starting and beginning

We use the Present Continuous tense to describe situations that are changing,
developing, or progressing around the present moment. This is very common when talking
about trends, the environment, personal growth, or the economy.

Structure: Subject + am/is/are + verb(-ing)

Common Verbs Used:

Change: get, become, change
Growth/Decline: increase, rise, fall, grow, improve, decrease
Start: begin, start

Examples:

1. The climate is changing, and the earth is getting warmer every year.

2. The cost of living in the city is increasing rapidly.

3. My English is improving because I practice every day.
