Quantifiers for Pairs: Both, Neither, and Either intermeDIATE

Focus: Expressing duality, Positive vs. negative choice, Noun-pronoun placement, Usage with
pronouns (us, you, them), Determiners (the, these, my), Optional 'of' with 'both’, both ... and ...,
neither ... nor ..., either ... or ..., either/neither/both (two things)

When talking about two people or things, we use specific quantifiers. We cannot use all, none, or any (those are for 3+ things).

1. BOTH (2 out of 2) - Positive

¢ Meaning: The first one AND the second one.
e Verb: Always takes a plural verb.

e Structure:
o Before a noun: Both (of) + determiner + noun
= Ex: Both (of) my brothers are tall.

o Before a pronoun: Both of + us/you/them (Note: "Of" is mandatory here).
= Ex: Both of us are ready.

o Correlative: Both A and B
= Ex: She speaks both English and Spanish.

2. NEITHER (0 out of 2) - Negative

e Meaning: Not the first one AND not the second one.
o Verb: Usually takes a positive singular verb (because "neither" carries the negative meaning).

e Structure:
o Before a noun: Neither of + determiner + plural noun
= Ex: Neither of the answers is correct.

o Before a pronoun: Neither of + us/you/them
= Ex: Neither of them knew the way.

o Correlative: Neither A nor B
» Ex: Neither John nor his sister is at home.

3. EITHER (1 out of 2) - Choice/Alternative

e Meaning: One OR the other (it doesn't matter which one).
o Verb: Usually takes a singular verb.

e Structure:
o Before a noun: Either of + determiner + plural noun
= Ex: You can park on either side of the street. (Note: singular noun after 'Either' directly).

n Ex: Either of the tables is fine.

o Before a pronoun: Either of + us/you/them
= Ex: Do either of you have a pen?

o Correlative: Either A or B
= Ex: We can eat either pasta or pizza.

4. The "Of" Rule

e When using Both/Neither/Either directly before a noun with no determiner (the/my/these), do not use "of".
o Correct: Both students/Neither student.

e When using a determiner (the/my/these/those) or an object pronoun (us/you/them), you usually need of (though it is optional for
"Both" before determiners).

o Correct: Neither of my parents.
o Correct: Both of them.

. neither (Negative context, "too small").

. both ... and (Positive context, talented in two sports).

. either (Used with "haven't" - negative verb requires "either").
. Neither ... nor (Negative context, they were sick).
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. Neither of (Negative context, 0 out of 2).
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. either (Question context, asking 1 of 2 people).
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. neither ... nor (Negative/Bad qualities listing).

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. either (Singular time implies one or the other).
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. Neither ... nor OR Either ... or (Both are grammatically possible, but "Neither...nor" implies nobody is
there, "Either...or" implies one is available. Based on "Please wait," likely Neither...nor is intended, but
Either...or is acceptable structure).

13. neither (Negative context, "all alone").
14. Both (Positive context, plural verb "go").

15. either (Choice context, singular noun "side").
